Step 1: Go to Cisco Software Central and log in with your Cisco.com credentials

Step 2: Click Access EA Workspace under the EA Workspace section and select your Smart Account
Step 3: Select the catalogue you wish to have the license upgraded

Step 4: Click on the Devices tab and find device

Step 5: Click the Action drop-down for the device and select License Upgrade

Step 6: Select New License Version from the drop-down and specify the License Quantity (if available) and
Click Review

Step 7: Verify the changes you have made in the Review Changes section, then add any Notes as desired
and specify the Send to and End User fields and select the checkbox "I agree with Terms of the License"

Step 8: Click Upgrade
